At its meeting last night the commission reviewed the proposed subdivision plans for the lot on Tolend Rd/Rte. 125, tax Map 220 lot 57.  We looked at both the conventional and conservation subdivision plans.  Developer Joe Falzone was at the meeting to present the plans and answer questions.
The commissioners all agreed that the conservation subdivision does a far better job of protecting the natural resources on the property.  These resources include Green Hill Brook and Barrington Prime Wetland #27.  The area also scores very high on the natural resources co-occurrence map that we prepared a few years ago to help us prioritize potential conservation lands in town.
We understand that a conservation subdivision is not actually permitted in the industrial/commercial zone in which this lot falls, so in order to make it happen the applicant will need to go before the ZBA.  It is our recommendation that the Planning Board support the applicant’s proposal to go to the ZBA and get the variance necessary to allow a conservation subdivision.
At this point we have not looked at the finer details of the subdivision plan, and there may well be small points about on which we will comment should that plan be formally presented to the Planning Board.
